Is a Green Car in Your Future?
It’s that time of year when the current inventory of cars and trucks are priced to move, making room for new models on the lot. Yes, it’s car buying season. If you’re in the market for a new ride, you have more options than ever. One of them is going green.
A “green” vehicle is one that is significantly less harmful to the environment than conventional gasoline-powered models. While it may still be powered by gas, other options include gasoline-electric hybrids and vehicles that run on alternative fuels.

Green car loans carry an interest rate one percent less than the current new and used vehicle rates. To find the car’s mpg rating, just look at the window sticker or visit the U.S. Department of Energy’s website at www.fueleconomy.gov.
